Althea-Maria Rivas (SOAS), Remembering, Reclaiming and Re-envisioning -
Transformation, Justice and Joy’

Dr Althea-Maria Rivas (SOAS), is a Senior Lecturer (Associate Professor) in the
Department of Development Studies at SOAS. Her research focuses on the politics of
development, conflict, humanitarian intervention and peace, specifically the racialised and
gendered nature of aid, post-conflict reconstruction and transitional justice. Her research
draws upon critical, Black feminist and decolonial theoretical frameworks to explore
debates in the field of conflict, justice and development. She uses a variety of methods in
her work including innovative grounded methodologies, photovoice, storying and
narratives. Althea’s research stresses interdisciplinarity and cross-regional/cross-
community engagements and learning. Her work has focused on Central Asia and West
and East Africa and more recently Latin America and the Caribbean. Before beginning her
academic career, Althea worked for 12 years in diplomacy, gender equality and
humanitarian assistance with various governments, local and international organisations
in North America, Africa, Asia, the Caribbean and the Middle East.
